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Wetlands
In the video we learned about animals that live in a wetland habitat. 
A Habitat is the natural home of a plant or an animal. A wetland is a 
place in which the land is covered by water. In a wetland habitat, both 
plants and animals have lots of water around them. A wetland can be 
a pond, swamp, or lake. The animals in a wetland habitat can find the 
food and shelter that they need to survive.

Plants and animals all need special things to help them live and grow in 
their habitat:

◦ Plants need sun, water, and soil to help them grow.

◦ Animals need food, water, and shelter to help them live and grow.

(shopping at the store, growing it in a garden, hunting).
